Why are 20mph plans introduced?

TRANSPORT Casualtly and injury reduction. . .

Improve public health and wellbeing

The following five petitions presented to Kent County Council and Sevencaks District Council over the
last sixyears created the demand far a 20mph provision in Sevenoaks:

+ Toreduce speeds in Seal Hollow Road to create safe access to Knole Park

+ Fora20mph zone around Sevenoaks Primary School

« Fora20mph zone around St John’s Primary School

o Forawide 20mph zone, to protect the remaining primary and secondary schools
in the area bounded by Seal Holiow Road, Sevenoaks High Street, South Park, the
raflway line and the A25.

o Fora20mphzone to protect families walking from the Greatness and Hillingdon
areas to Seal Primary School.

Two of these have been implemented (for Sevenoaks and St John’s Primary Schools) but the
remaining schools and the surrounding residential areas remain at 30mph.

Sevenoaks Town Council is of the opinion that the introduction of additional areas of 20mph is
essential to our current and future road safety, protection of the environment and the community’s
well-being. Itis also complementary to other proposals, including those for new cycleroutesinthe
future and the Aim M4 in the Sevenoaks Town Neighbourhood Plan which supports additional
20mphinresidential areas and around schools.



Kent County Council 2022 Consultation.

For the past year, there has been much debate regarding the introduction of additional areas of
20mph in Sevenoaks. This has included a public consultation exercise carried out by Kent County
Council whichincluded a one-way scheme around the war memorial (now excluded) and left out some
areas that residents wanted to be considered including: most of Kippington, CGreatness, Bat & Ball
area, Qak Lane and Brittains Lane.

Kent County Council's consultation indicated a majority in favour of a town-wide scheme by those
living withinit, whereas those surveyed outside the town boundary opposed as a majority.

Need for further consultation and by whom?

Sevenoaks Joint Transportation Board would like further public consultation before moving forward
with the project. Sevencaks Town Council believesitis best placed to progress this consultationinits
local community. If public opinion is in favour of the extension of 20mph, there will be a formal legal
process to be followed prior to itsimplementation.

The Town Councilis aware that otherlocal councils in Sevenoaks Districthave consulted with their local
residents directly onlocal community proposals for 20mph.

Revised Project Plan.

Sevenoaks Town Council is consulting on the outlined revised project plan provided by Kent County
Councilbelow. Itis a Signage-Only Scheme which will not include physical traffic calming measures.
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Large copies of the plan are available to view online (via QR code on front page)or [T
in person at the Bat & Ball Centre, Sevenoaks Town Council Offices (Bradbourne 2122-SE-01-20MPH-TRO Prt
Vale Road), and the Library (Buckhurst Lane).




Costsrelating to 20mph scheme in Sevenoak

The Signage-Only Scheme is suitable for the project and is significantly less cost than physical
traffic measures.

Atpresent, the estimate for a Signage-Only Scheme in Sevenoaks s £130,000, with a further
£25,000 for the installation of azebra crossing on Dartford Road. This will be funded by the
Community Infrastructure Levy paid for by developers.

KCCVisicn Zero documents states:

Fach death and life changing injury on Kent’s Highways is a personal tragedy and that js why we
have a target of zero deaths.

Serious injuries also have very high social costs. 24-hour home care can cost up to £2,000 per
week. Other costs include clearing the scene, emergency services andresulting congestion. The
Department for Transport estimates the average value of prevention of each reported casualty,
which estimates a value for alfhuman and public costs as follows

Fatal:  £1.9 Million
Serious: £220,000
Slight: £17,000

In 2019 Kent’s combined prevention value of all collisions was over £263m, including over £70m
for fatalities and over £143m for serious injuries.

Sevenoaks Town Council believesthat 20mph limits would be avaluable investmentin community
safety, as well as encouraging active travel andreducing climateimpact.
